●​ Strike, spank, shake or slap any child or youth. 
●​ Humiliate, ridicule, threaten or degrade any youth or child while a spectator at games. 
●​ Use profanity in the presence of children or youth while a spectator at games. 
●​ Use text, email or private social media conversations with a child without including the parent or member 

of the organization.
